APPLICATION

Applications occur every semester and consist of two elements; a completed application and a portfolio review/ interview. The written applications are always due the Monday of the last week of classes, and the required portfolio review/interviews are always the Friday of the last week of classes.

Application due dates for 2013-14: 

Fall applications due December 2; interviews on December 6 in the morning

Spring applications due April 28, interviews on May 2 in the morning

Procedure:

1) before the last week of classes, fill out the application, print it in hard copy, and turn it in to Ms Fannin, FAC #139.  At that time, you will schedule an interview time (see eligibility requirements).

2) prepare your portfolio and prepare to present your work to the studio faculty (see requirements below).  

4) arrive early for your scheduled interview time with your portfolio. 

Interview locations: Most students are interviewed in the painting studio.  For 3-d artists, we can arrange to meet you in the SAB if your work is too large to bring to the FAB.  Ms. Fannin will work out the schedule.

Eligibility:

Students must be a sophomore or junior to apply so that college level work is in the application portfolio, and students who are in the program must experience at least two reviews by the studio faculty, which occur only once per semester. Students must have a minimum of a 3.0 average in courses counted toward the major (studio and art history courses) and must maintain it. If you want to see if you can fit the B.F.A into your remaining semesters, worksheets for planning the degree are available from the full-time studio faculty.

Portfolio requirements:

The portfolio consists of six of your best works, including two drawings. At least two of these must be actual works; the remaining art works may presented digitally from a flash drive, if you are not able to set up the work.    More than one view may be added for sculpture students or other 3-D work. All art must have been created since entering college, though not necessarily for a class.

Interview: 

During the personal interview, students present one of the six works (to be selected by the art faculty) by giving a formal analysis of it; therefore, students should come prepared to discuss any of the art works in formal and conceptual terms. They may ask: what ideas are you working with?  What are your interests in art?  What are the artists you are interested in and why?  What do you read that influences your work?

Notification:

Students are notified as soon as possible after Portfolio Review Day by e-mail.  After notification, students may inquire in the Registrar’s Office about getting a formal degree plan for the BFA.
